The Neil Churchill Memorial Scholarship Fund- Funds will be available to assist college freshmen or returning undergraduates.


The Bill Gandert Memorial Scholarship Fund – This scholarship program is directed to graduating high school seniors interested in studying a specific trade.


The Mary Lou Manzie Memorial Scholarship Fund – Assistance will be provided to benefit non-traditional students in pursuing higher education or training.


Specific criteria have been developed for each scholarship category and consideration will be afforded to all eligible candidates who apply.
